M xax BaM TaKOW YMCTO MHOILUIAHETHBIU CIOXKET?
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The word unonnanemsne (aliens; literally ‘inhabitants of another planet’) is
usually understood exclusively in the sense of another PLANET, or better yet, a star
or galaxy, although it can be much more simply interpreted as OTHER inhabitants of
planet, i.e. the same Earthlings, although different in very many, if not all, ways. The
closest example of such ‘aliens’ is the Chinese.

| just watched a striking Chinese film, I Am Not Pan Jinlian, which is by all
accounts an unquestionable masterpiece, though just as unquestionably ‘alien’.

Everything is striking here: not only the astonishing beauty of each shot and the
heroine, but even more so, the motives behind her behaviour and her actions, which
are completely incomprehensible to us.

It is not until the very end that the plot unfolds and consists of the following.

There is a one-child policy in China and one of the families already has a child
but wants very much a second one.

The law can't be broken, so they create this scheme: first a fictitious divorce,
then a ‘new’ marriage, after which the newly created ‘young family’ gets the legal
right to have one child (the previous one is "no longer considered” by Chinese
standards).

A word and a blow, the couple is officially divorced.



What is utterly astounding is, above all, the Chinese party court. It is just
unbelievable for us: there are three judges there and all you can imagine are men, not
some sort of women, ‘their honour’ so to speak, like Khakhaleva, who decide our
fate.

Nah, I'm not saying that men can't be complete idiots, famous members of any
forum are a prime example of that, but it's still not guaranteed, as in the case of
female ‘judges’.

The court officially divorces them, and the division of property is also
absolutely incredible and looks as follows: the house is left to the ex-wife, and the
child (can you imagine that?) to the husband, with the STATE (another wondrous
thing) providing him with a FLAT to live in!

And everything goes perfectly, the wife, as it later turns out at the very end, even
manages to get pregnant and is expecting to be re-married.

But suddenly this beautiful plan to deceive the party and the state (!) gives an
unexpected failure: her ex-husband does get married, but to another woman (the first
one is too beautiful and as a consequence, probably a bitch).

This is where the movie actually begins.

And then a completely alien plot emerges. A woman goes to court and demands
that her divorce be considered fictitious and the second marriage of her ex-husband
with another woman who has nothing to do with her and suspects nothing be
cancelled.

Her husband calls her Pan Jinlian after some medieval history heroine that
EVERY Chinese person knows by heart, of course, and she repeatedly tries to Kkill
him for it.

Then she goes to Beijing and sets up a whole riot there. Her plot is even used in
intra-party struggles. The central empire itself is disturbed by this, which upsets the
‘peace of heaven’ and causes the officials in question to fly off their posts as having
failed in their duties. So it goes on for 10 (!) years. And the woman still does not stop,
poisoning the lives of herself, the officials and the innocent and unhappy second wife
of her ex-husband.

Finally, a party congress begins, which this woman alone can disrupt with her
tantrums, and this must be prevented by all means. Important officials come to her,
urging her not to balk and she consults with her cow (!) about what to do. She is
assigned guards with the task of keeping her from going to Beijing by force, but she
still breaks through and gets there.

The case is resolved by an accident in which her ex-husband dies unexpectedly.
She betrays him with terrible curses for failing to see the case through to whatever
end she wants, tries to hang herself, but then calms down and chats for life with one
of the ex-officials fired because of her.
